Scholarship recipients are required to perform a minimum of 35 “active” service hours within the 12-month period 
after awarding of scholarship with the Hall of Fame Foundation.   Scholarship recipients should complete and submit 
the Confirmation of Community Service Form as certification of service performed.  Confirmation forms should be 
completed for each project.  Applicants and recipients may make copies of the form as needed.    
 
“Active” service shall be defined as “An activity that allows one to extend themselves in service to another without 
compensation, remuneration, personal gain or benefit.” See below for a sampling of acceptable projects:
