Please dress in a professional suit that will have you looking polished while fitting comfortably. QUEENS PRELIMINARY/COMPETITION JUDGING CRITERIA
PRIVATE INTERVIEW (5 – 35 points)5-minute limit (The first 2 minutes will be an oratory segment, where the contestant can introduce herself, and discuss her platform from a prepared rehearsed presentation/speech)

This category is the most heavily weighted.  During this segment, the contestant will be judged on her ability to speak well, delivery, intellect, content and knowledge of the topic.   She should display confidence throughout her presentation and appearance.  Because the winner will appear as a spokesperson for the National Black College Alumni Hall of Fame Foundation, Inc., the performance in this area is extremely important.

TALENT (5 – 25 points) 3-minute limit

Contestants will display their talent of choice. Contestants will be evaluated on originality, confidence, delivery, professionalism and appropriateness of her costume.  The contestant’s selection and presentation should be highly reflective of her interests, abilities, and the areas of her personality she has chosen to develop.  The winner may be called upon to perform her talent during her reign as Miss NBCA Hall of Fame.

POISE/PROJECTION (5 – 20 points)

In this category, the contestant will wear the evening gown of her choice, representing her personal taste, style, color and design.  She will be evaluated on her poise, appearance, and grace.  She will look regal, elegant, and display grace and charm.  Her positive qualities will not be reflective of the cost of her gown.

PRESENTATION/IMAGE (5 – 20 points)
This is the question and answer segment of the competition.  Each contestant will demonstrate her ability to express herself, as well as her personality.  Contestants will be asked on-the-spot questions and will be judged on articulation, deportment, and how well she delivers the answer with ease and confidence.

THE POSITIVE IMAGE PROGRAM

PROGRAM OVERVIEW

The development and success of initiatives such as our Positive Image Program assist in addressing the broader issues of effectively helping and empowering our youth in the communities in which we serve.  The “Positive Image” Program was developed by the National Black College Alumni Hall of Fame Foundation, Inc. (Hall of Fame) to enlighten elementary, middle and high school students on the viability of Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCUs) as an opportunity for higher learning. Models such as this program are needed to both inspire and instruct our youth and encourage them through this program as they see and hear from graduates of HBCUs.
HOW DOES THE PROGRAM WORK?

Contestants will visit schools in the Metropolitan Atlanta area and meet the students.  Contestants will speak to the students about their own experiences attending HBCUs, their career choices, and answer questions from the students.  The goal of the program is to provide students with role models whom they can engage in open dialogue. 
Quality education is only one variable in the equation that determines a child’s life chances.  Schools should collaborate with organizations that will supplement their efforts and jointly accept responsibility for improving youth outcomes.

Through the Positive Image Program, the Hall of Fame reinforces its commitment to partnership by bridging the gap between schooling and the world of work.  Highly visible role models share their wisdom with students, pointing out that education has played a significant part in their lives and revealing their secrets of success.

History

The Council of National Alumni Associations (CNAA) established the National Black College Alumni Hall of Fame Foundation, Inc.  Thomas W. Dortch, Jr., then National President of CNAA, conceived and developed the proposal for the foundation.  The members of CNAA recognized the need for alumni to move to the forefront of the effort to save black colleges and formed the NBCA Hall of Fame Foundation.

The organization formed its mission around assisting alumni associations and other organizations as they work together to ensure survival and stability of the nation’s Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCUs).  The organization also serves to educate the general public about the contributions of HBCUs and their alumni.

Mission

The mission of The National Black College Alumni Hall of Fame Foundation is to be a catalyst and partner for ensuring the stability, strength and excellence of the nations historically and/or predominately Black colleges and universities.

Goals

· Preserving and highlighting the accomplishments and contributions of Historically Black Colleges and Universities;
· Partnering with alumni, administrators, students, corporations, non-profit organizations and others to provide enhanced technical and financial resources to these colleges and universities on an ongoing basis;
· Developing, coordinating and executing events to raise funds for new and existing programs that support historically Black college campuses, national alumni associations and their prospective students; and
· Encouraging students attending Historically Black Colleges and Universities to take pride in their institutions and in the communities surrounding them.
